1 CALL REGULAR MEETING TO ORDER
 
The regular Council meeting was called to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor Hesch. 
 

A. The flag salute was led by Colfax Station Commander Sergeant Ty Conners. 
B. Roll Call:  Council Members present:  Barkle, Douglass, Hesch, McKinney, 

Parnham 
C. Approval of Agenda: 

On a motion by Councilmember McKinney, seconded by Councilmember Barkle, 
the City Council approved the agenda.

2.   PUBLIC COMMENT 
 
Stacie Younggren requested the City Council amend the zoning to allow her to open a 
Medical Marijuana Dispensary (MMD). 
 
Ken Brock, Attorney for the proposed Colfax Herbal Cooperative urged council to place 
consideration of his clients’ request on the next City Council Agenda. 
 
City Manager Miller informed those attending that the State will be considering Senate 
Bill 1262 which will dictate regulation of MMD’s in the near future, and it may be 
advantageous the City to wait to consider the matter after the Senate vote. 
 
Mayor Hesch informed those attending that the subject of the MMD has been scheduled 
for the April 23, 2014 meeting based on discussions of workload with staff.  He 
suggested limiting the remainder of the comments regarding the Dispensary to 15 
minutes as Council has previously heard the requests for an MMD.  On a motion by 
Mayor Pro-tem Douglass and a second by Mayor Hesch, the council held a roll-call vote:

The motion did not carry. 
 
Rich Miller, Colfax resident, spoke in favor of the MMD. 
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Officer Chris Nave with the California Highway Patrol gave his report to the City 
Council.  He announced details of “Age Well, Drive Smart” safe driving classes which he 
is offering. Officer Nave reported that there have been fewer collisions this winter. 
Unfortunately, the number of arrests has increased, principally due to drug trafficking and 
abuse.  He is “stepping up” enforcement of traffic violations near schools during drop-off 
and pick-up times.  Officer Nave can be reached at 530-389-2205. 
 
Councilmember Barkle requested that Officer Nave make a concerted effort to advertise 
his Senior Driver Safety class in the Senior Housing developments within town. 
 
Mayor Hesch thanked Officer Nave for his report and good work and offered 
condolences to him re the recent death of an officer. 
 
Kristin Nave, Secretary to the principal of Colfax High School announced a “Strategic 
Planning Community Forum” will be High School to gain input regarding the 3 year 
strategic plan for Placer County High Schools. 
 
Frank Klein, president of the Colfax Chamber of Commerce, reported that the Chamber 
had signed a contract for the July 3 event with Chris Hollingsworth of 7C’s Consulting.  
If funds are generated, they will be donated to the creation of the Skate Park. He also 
indicated hope that the City would keep the idea of a new swimming pool on the table. 
 
Foxey McLeary announced an upcoming event, Chocolate Indulgence, to be held June 28 
from 4-9 PM at the Sierra Vista Community Center.  The event will feature local 
chocolatiers, wineries and artists.

Action: Minutes of the Regular Meeting of February 12, 2014 were 
approved. 
 

4. PRESENTATIONS 
 
City Manager Miller and Finance Director Van Groningen provided a presentation 
covering the Mid-Year Budget Review for Fiscal Year 2013-2014. 
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City Manager Miller reported that this mid-year budget review is required for good fiscal 
management and begins the process of developing the next 2 year budget for FY2014-
FY2015 cycle.  In general the review includes good news regarding the City’s finances. 
The City will be making final payments on several loans within the year.  Also, the City 
is much closer to reaching an interim goal to maintain a 25% cash reserve (City Policy 
mandates a 100% reserve) which will provide stability to our cash flow situation.  There 
is an opportunity for council to make suggestions regarding using a surplus of $186,000 
for training or equipment to improve staff efficiency, but cautioned on the importance of 
building the reserves.   
 
Councilmember Barkle asked if the funds could be reserved to offset an expense in 8 
years for updating the Housing Element of the General Plan.  City Manager Miller 
suggested that the expense could be budgeted in the year the study is required. 
 
Mayor Hesch asked that staff work hard to ensure that the Sherriff contract is negotiated 
in a timely manner. 
 
Mayor Hesch asked the staff to prepare a summary of options for use of the account.  
Councilmember Barkle asked that the report include an indication of the scale of what 
can be accomplished.   
 
City Manager Miller suggested that an entry level staff person to help with the sewer and 
road maintenance.  Councilmember Parnham and Councilmember Barkle recommended 
looking into a state-funded intern program to fill this need. 
 
Councilmember McKinney requested that staff pursue more grant funds that are available 
for Capital improvements.  It might be worth hiring temporary staff to perform routine 
functions and free up staff to pursue the funds 
 
Mayor Hesch suggested that councilmembers begin to compile a list of available grants 
as they are made aware of them during committee meetings. 
 
The next budget meeting will be held the first meeting in April. 
 
Councilmember Barkle made a comment on behalf of an elderly woman requesting that 
Council revisit the idea of building a new pool.  Council and the City Manager all 
concurred.  Mr. Klein asked why the pool rebuilding had been tabled.  City Attorney 
Cabral asserted that due to engineering issues the cost to build the pool was last estimated 
to be $1.3 million dollars. 
 
Frank Klein requested that the City strive to create a reserve fund rather than spending 
money for staffing or equipment. 
 
Mayor Hesch asked that staff look at reducing consulting fees as a way to reduce 
expenditures. 
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Mayor Hesch thanked his predecessors on City Council for setting up policies that have 
improved the fiscal situation for the City.  
 
 
 
 
5.    COUNCIL, STAFF AND OTHER REPORTS
A.  Committee Reports and Informational Items – All Council Members  

 
Councilmember McKinney attended the VFW First Responders Dinner.  He 
stated that is was a good event and well represented by the City. 
 
Councilmember Parnham attended the Mosquito Abatement and WACMAC 
meetings with no specific Colfax information to report to the Council. 
 
Mayor Pro-tem Douglass reported on a Disaster Response meeting which was 
quite informative. 
 
Councilmember Barkle attended the Economic Development Commission 
strategic meeting and reported that an E-Dirt website will be created for small 
gardeners.  The permitting of the meat processing plan in Dixon is still moving 
forward, but slowly due to State regulations.  She reported attending the LAFCO 
meeting and that there is a study going forward to combine the Alpine and Squaw 
areas which may impact traffic patterns and business along the I-80 corridor. 
 
Mayor Hesch spoke about Cal-trans projects along I-80.  He attended a meeting 
for the PCTPA Board at which SACOG gave a presentation.  The Mayor 
suggested that Councilmembers create handbooks for how to be effective at their 
various committee meetings.  He reported that he was honored to represent the 
City at a Soroptimist Award Dinner where Foxey McCleary was honored as a 
Woman in Service. 
 

B.  Operations Updates – City Staff 
 
City Manager Miller reported on the progress for the 1.3 million dollar project to 
improve truck routes. The preliminary design is expected from the engineer on 
March 6 at which time the City and PTCPA will make a formal request to the 
state for funding of the Road Improvement project. 
He introduced the new interim City Clerk, Lorraine Cassidy. 
Mr. Miller reported that the burned property on Gearhart was given a 30-day 
Demolish Notice and is optimistic that the nuisance can be abated. 
He stated that the Sewer spill that occurred over the weekend was on private 
property and was stopped before reaching a riparian corridor. 
City Manager Miller reported that the probate in in place for the theatre and 
property adjacent to City Hall which will be up for sale soon at the close of 
probate. 
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C.  Additional Reports – Agency Partners 
 

Station Commander Sergeant Ty Conners from the Sherriff’s department gave his 
report to City Council.   
Sergeant Conners spoke about plans for a Skate Park in Colfax.  He is negotiating 
with SVCC for a lease agreement and is waiting for a few issues to be resolved.   
He expects that the new Sherriff’s station will open by summer.  The community 
is supportive and the Garden Club has offered to beautify the corner.  The Office 
will be open Mondays through Fridays to provide more access to the public. 

 
Councilmember Barkle requested that the Sherriff’s department consider a 
disaster plan in the event of a gas main explosion on Main Street 

 
Sergeant Conners reported that Crime Stats show that crime is down in Colfax 
due to community involvement and pro-active work on the part of the officers.

SURROUNDING LAND USES AND SETTING:  The site is approximately 0.15 acres and is located in the 

Commercial Retail (CR) zone.  The site is bordered by single-family residential uses to the west and south, a 

vacant lot to the north which is zoned multi-family residential, and an office use to the east.  [See 

Attachment 1 - photographs of site and adjacent neighborhood uses.] 

PUBLIC NOTICE: This meeting has been noticed in accordance with the requirements of 

California Planning and Zoning Law, Title 7, Chapter 65000, Government 

Code, as amended. 
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PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  The proposed project is the conversion of an existing 1,339 square feet 

(approximate) office building/use to a single-family residence/use.  There are existing sewer and water lines 

serving the property.  There is no garage; however, there is a large asphalt area which will accommodate 2 

large vehicles or 3 small cars, and an area in the back which is large enough for 2 cars.  No external 

modifications to the existing building are proposed with this change in use.   

PROJECT ANALYSIS: 

A single-family residential use in the CR zone is allowed upon the granting of a conditional use permit 

according to Title 17 of the City’s Municipal Code (Zoning Ordinance).  In order to approve a conditional use 

permit, the following findings must be made:  

 1. The proposed use or development is substantially consistent with the City of Colfax general 

plan and any applicable specific plan; 

 2. The proposed use or development generally conforms with all applicable standards and 

requirements of this title (Colfax Zoning Ordinance); and 

 3. The location, size, design and operating characteristics of the use or development is generally 

compatible with and shall not adversely affect or be materially detrimental to the health, safety, or welfare 

of persons residing or working in the area, or be detrimental or injurious to public or private property or 

improvements; 

 4. The proposed use will not interfere with the nature and condition of the adjacent uses and 

structures.  

 

It is staff’s opinion that the Project meets the criteria set forth above since the Project site is bordered by 

existing single-family residential uses and zoning to the west, existing single family residential uses to the 

south, and a vacant lot to the north which is zoned multi-family residential and has already been approved 

for a 20-lot residential subdivision.  The Project site also has two sides that are located on the boundary line 

between CR zoning and residential zoning.  Lastly, the proposed use meets the City’s off-street parking 

requirements of two (2) spaces.  Draft Conditions of Approval are attached.  [See Attachment 2] 

 

COMMENTS FROM OTHER CITY DEPARTMENTS: 

The only comment received was from the Engineering Department, which recommended the following 

conditions:  (1) replace the asphalt sidewalk in front of the driveway with concrete sidewalk meeting 

current City and ADA standards and, to the extent feasible, match the construction of the existing sidewalk 

to the east and west; and (2) replace the broken curb and gutter within the driveway section to meet 

current City standards. 

 

COMMENTS FROM OUTSIDE AGENCIES: 

None received.     

 

ENVIRONMENTAL DETERMINATION: 

Staff has conducted an environmental review and determined that the project qualifies for an exemption 

under the California Environmental Quality Act.  [See Attachment 3] 
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FINANCIAL AND/OR POLICY IMPLICATIONS: 

Allowing a residential use in place of a retail commercial use in the CR zone could potentially result in the 

loss of sales and business tax revenue that the City may have otherwise received had the Project not been 

approved.  The site was previously occupied by a dentist’s office that was not generating any tax revenue. 

 

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATION:  
On February 25, 2014, the Land Use Committee (LUC) reviewed the project at a duly-noticed Special 
Meeting.  The LUC recommended approval of the project after incorporation of the City Engineer’s 
recommended conditions of approval, based on safety concerns and a desire to uniformly apply City 
standards. 
  
PLANNING DEPARTMENT RECOMMENDATION:  
The Planning Department recommends the following: 
 

 That the Planning Commission adopt the Proposed Resolution [see Attachment 4] Approving 
Conditional Use Permit #CUP-01-14 (Douglass) To Allow A Single-Family Residential Use In The 
Commercial Retail Zone. 
 

RECOMMENDED FINDINGS: 
1. The Project, as conditioned, is substantially consistent with the City of Colfax general plan and any 

applicable specific plan; 

2. The Project, as conditioned, generally conforms with all applicable standards and requirements of 

this title (Colfax Zoning Ordinance); and 

3. The location, size, design and operating characteristics of the Project are generally compatible with 

and shall not adversely affect or be materially detrimental to the health, safety, or welfare of 

persons residing or working in the area, or be detrimental or injurious to public or private property 

or improvements; 

4. The Project, as conditioned, will not interfere with the nature and condition of the adjacent uses 

and structures.

REASONS WHY PROJECT IS EXEMPT: 
 

The project involves the (1) permitting of an existing structure with negligible or no expansion of 

use existing at the time of lead agency’s determination (conversion of office building to 

residential use) [Section 15301]; and (2) the conversion of an existing small structure (office 

building) to another use (residential) [Section 15303]. Both exemptions are applicable because 

the changed use anticipates no adverse change or expanded impact on the environment.   Based 

on the foregoing, the proposed ordinance is exempt from the requirements of the California 

Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) pursuant to Sections 15301 and 15303.

ISSUE STATEMENT AND DISCUSSION: 
 
Project Update 
Grass Valley Street Road Rehabilitation, Project No. 12‐01.01 
A portion of the City’s allocation of State Proposition 1B (Prop 1B) funds was expended in 2010 for 
completion of a road rehab project, and the balance of funds have been allocated by Council to the Grass 
Valley Street Road Rehabilitation, Project No. 12‐01.01, which will provide a double chip seal on Grass 
Valley, from Main to Rising Sun, and pavement overlay from S Auburn to the train tracks (see below).  In 
addition to the Prop 1B funds, the City has a balance of Regional Surface Transportation Program Rural 
Exchange (RSTP) funds.  The majority of these funds are allocated to this project. 
 
Design is nearly completed but moving forward with construction has been held up with the project being 
tied to the federally‐funded Grass Valley Street UPRR Ped Xing and Bike Improvements, Project No. 12‐
01.02.  Staff and Council agreed that combining the two projects was prudent, but now staff recommends 
the road rehabilitation project (from Main to Rising Sun) move forward to construction this year, due to 
continued delays associated with the federal project’s environmental issues, and the fact that the work 
items for this segment differ from the work slated for the segment form S Auburn to the Tracks, and the 
UPRR Ped Xing project (Chip Seal vs. Overlay). 
   
Fortunately, with the delay, the City has received an additional $67,000 in RSTP funding, which will allow 
for complete improvements from South Auburn to just east of the Rising Sun intersection as shown on the 
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attached Exhibits A & B.  The original limits stopped near Kneeland due to lack of funding.  Please note that 
the segment from S Auburn to the UP Tracks will be constructed with the UPRR Ped Xing project, since it 
includes the same road treatment and the traffic control plan will be tied to the work on the tracks.   
 
Staff intends to separate the Chip Seal portion of the road rehab and complete the that work during the 
summer of 2014.  It is anticipated that bid call will be March 24, 2014 and construction should start in June 
2014 when school is out, and take 21 days to complete. 
 
 
Grass Valley St. UPRR Ped Xing and Bike Improvements, Project No. 12‐01.02. 
PCTPA was able to allocate the City’s 2012 & 2016 CMAQ funding allocations to the project.  Also, the City 
has been able to secure funding from PCTPA’s discretionary TDA bike/pedestrian fund.  Recently, PCTPA 
worked with staff to find a nexus between the project and the use of soon‐to‐expire PTMISEA (Public 
Transportation Modernization, Improvement, and Service Enhancement Account) funding.  The project 
includes the construction of curb, gutter, sidewalk, ADA crosswalk ramps, rail signal relocation, and 
pavement overlay.  Also included is the remaining portion of the Grass Valley Street Road project, which 
will overlay the segment within the Main/GV intersection and from S. Auburn to east of the tracks.  
Additionally, staff has added construction of decorative crosswalks at the Grass Valley and Main 
intersection as shown in Exhibit B.  For an additional $15,000, the decorative crosswalks will provide an 
inexpensive streetscape improvement.  The four crosswalks will be placed with colored asphalt concrete 
and stamped with a brick pattern.  This color and pattern will closely match the crosswalk on Railroad 
Street at Grass Valley.  Two photos of that crosswalk are attached.  The Railroad crosswalk was stamped 
and then painted as shown.  The color in the asphalt for the new crosswalk will be impregnated deeper 
than the Railroad application so the color should last longer before retreatment is necessary. 
 
In August 2013, the Public Highway At‐Grade Crossing Improvement Agreement was executed between the 
City and UPRR, which sets the parameters for the work and funding to be performed by the City and UPRR 
forces.  The City Engineer completed much of the design, such that staff could engage Caltrans on 
completing NEPA.  In September, Caltrans signed the Preliminary Environmental Study (PES), which 
included only one environmental issue that required a technical study ‐ hazardous waste.  Potential 
hazardous waste issues required a Phase 1 Initial Site Assessment (ISA), and a contract was approved with 
Holdrege & Kull in November.  In early January 2014, H&K provided the results of the Phase 1 ISA, which 
was reviewed by Caltrans environmental staff.  Caltrans staff responded that the Phase 1 was inconclusive 
in determining the potential for hydrocarbon, other organics, naturally‐occurring asbestos, and/or heavy 
metals within the area of proposed disturbance, therefore they accepted the Phase 1 report but are 
requiring a Phase 2 with a sampling and analysis plan for the 4 proposed locations of project‐excavation, to 
characterize shallow sub‐surface conditions. 

Holdrege & Kull Amendment 
H&K provided a scope of work for the Phase 2 study, which has been approved by Caltrans.  The scope of 
work is more extensive than originally anticipated but must be completed to satisfy the NEPA so that the 
project can move forward.  The attached Resolution, if approved will allow the City Manager to execute an 
Amendment to H&K’s consultant agreement, for the Phase 2 work.  The Phase 2 sampling and analysis will 
take approximately two months, and we are waiting for confirmation from UPRR on requirements for 
working adjacent to the tracks.  Depending upon the results of the Phase 2 study, mitigation measures can 
be identified and NEPA cleared so that final design, right of way clearance, and utility relocation steps can 
be finalized before requesting construction funding authorization.   
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Federal funds are currently programmed for the 2014/15 federal fiscal year (starts October 1).  It is 
anticipated that this process will push us into late summer and, as previously discussed, there are concerns 
with affecting traffic flow during the school year, so staff would like to defer construction until summer 
2015.  It is very important to the success of this project, to confer with UPRR on train scheduling in an effort 
to minimize the impacts (safety and time) from the trains traveling through the work area. 
 
FINANCIAL AND/OR POLICY IMPLICATIONS: 
 

Grass Valley Pavement Rehabilitation, Project No. 12‐01.01 

The project is funded with State Proposition 1B ($61,000), RSTP Rural Exchange ($138,000), and RSTP Carry‐
over ($67,000) funds.  The attached Project Budget Sheet (PBS) represents an update to the approved PBS 
from July 2013, to reflect actual costs to‐date and estimated final costs.  Project Management and design 
costs were increased marginally in line with increased project scope and construction cost. 

Grass Valley St. UPRR Ped Xing and Bike Improvements, Project No. 12‐01.02.       

The project is funded with PCTPA Discretionary TDA ($120,000), CMAQ ($200,000), and PTMISEA ($67,107) 
funds.  The attached PBS represents an update to the approved PBS form July 2013, to reflect actual costs 
to‐date and estimated final costs.  The increased costs cover the extended time associated with facilitating 
and managing the federal‐aid process working with Caltrans, coordination with PCTPA on original and 
added (PTMISEA) funding, amended cost for H&K’s Phase 2, and design costs for a separate set of 
construction documents including decorative crosswalks and environmental measures.

Agreement dated November 13, 2013 (“Agreement”), whereby Consultant agreed to 
provide Geotechnical Services for the Grass Valley Street UPRR Ped Xing and Bike 
Improvement, Project No. 12-01.02. 

2.2    Due to an expanded aerial desposited lead (ADL) soil sampling and analysis 
require by Calrans, from that estimated by the Consultant in their original proposal under 
Exhibit A, Task 2, the Agreement must be amended. 

 
2.3 Holdredge & Kull provided a revised scope of services, cost, and schedule 

to complete the work in Task 2 of the original agreement.  Proposal PN14044 is attached 
to this amendment as Exhibit A.1.  This amendment revises the compensation to the 
Consultant.  

 

ARTICLE 3. TERMS 
3.1 Time of Completion 

  The Consultant provided a schedule for completion of the amended work within 
the Exhibit A.1 proposal.  Consultant shall complete the work and provide the report 
within the timeframe identified in the “Schedule” section of the proposal. 

3.1 Compensation. Section 3A. shall be amended to read as follows: 

  A. Except as may otherwise be provided in Exhibits A or the original 
agreement, or elsewhere in this Agreement or its exhibits, Consultant shall invoice City 
once each month for the Services performed during the preceding month. Such invoices 
shall itemize all charges in such detail as may reasonably be required by City in the usual 
course of City business but shall include at least (i) the date of performance of each of the 
Services, (ii) identification of the person who performed the Services, (iii) a detailed 
description of the Services performed on each date, (iv) the hourly rate at which the 
Services on each date are charged, (v) an itemization of all costs incurred and (vi) the total 
charges for the Services for the month invoiced. As long as the Consultant performs the 
Services to the satisfaction of the City, the City shall pay the Consultant an all-inclusive 
compensation that shall not exceed $17,790, except pursuant to an authorized written 
change order issued pursuant to Section 15 of this Agreement before the Services 
requiring additional compensation are performed. City shall pay Consultant no later than 
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thirty (30) days after approval of the monthly invoice by City’s staff. 

3.2 Continuing Effect of Agreement. Except as amended by this 
Amendment, all provisions of the Agreement shall remain unchanged and in full force and 
effect.  From and after the date of this Amendment, whenever the term “Agreement” 
appears in the Agreement, it shall mean the Agreement as amended by this Amendment. 

3.3 Adequate Consideration.  The Parties hereto irrevocably stipulate and 
agree that they have each received adequate and independent consideration for the 
performance of the obligations they have undertaken pursuant to this Amendment.

Dear Mr. Armstrong, 

Holdrege & Kull (H&K) proposes to perform soil sampling and analysis to characterize 
shallow subsurface conditions associated with the Grass Valley Street improvement 
project in downtown Colfax. Our proposed scope of services is based on: 

 The findings of H&K’s Initial Site Assessment (ISA; December 31, 2013); 

 Our understanding of the extent of underground work associated with the 
improvement project based on our discussion with the design engineer, Mr. Jair 
Camacho of Ponticello Enterprises; and 

 Our current understanding of Caltrans testing requirements based on our review 
of an email dated January 16, 2014, from Cara Lambirth, and our telephone 
conversation with Mark Melani of the Caltrans Office of Environmental 
Engineering Services on February 6, 2014. 

This proposal was revised to include the testing of four additional areas where soil will 
be exposed to replace flatwork or to repair the pavement section. Because of the 
increased number of sample locations and the limited access at the new locations, we 
propose to use a truck-mounted direct push rig to obtain the samples.  
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Holdrege & Kull 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND UNDERSTANDING 

Recognized Environmental Conditions 

H&K’s ISA identified environmental conditions at the project site that are 
associated with the historical Union Pacific Railroad (UPRR). Typical constituents 
of concern associated with rail lines include metals and hydrocarbons. The ballast 
materials observed on either side of the site appeared to be locally available rock 
(generally not ultramafic rock), and H&K did not observe any evidence of the use of 
foundry slag as ballast. 

During the ISA, H&K attempted to interview UPRR representatives, but UPRR 
declined to provide information regarding environmental conditions. H&K was able 
to interview and walk the site with a representative of the local historical railroad 
society, which resulted in useful information regarding past rail operations at the 
site. We also reviewed historical maps of the area that depicted UPRR operations. 

The site is located in the Mariposa formation, according to our geologist, and 
encountering naturally occurring asbestos (NOA) during the improvement project is 
not considered likely.  

Grass Valley Street has not historically supported high traffic volume. Therefore, 
the presence of significantly elevated soil lead concentrations on the road 
shoulders is not considered likely.   

Proposed Improvements 

The proposed improvements include surface overlay; curb, gutter and sidewalk; 
and bicycle lane improvements on Grass Valley Street from South Auburn Street to 
Rising Sun Street. The following underground work will be performed in two areas 
near the existing and abandoned rail alignments: 

 Installation of a storm drain located east of the existing UPRR tracks; and  

 Removal of abandoned railroad tracks located west of the existing UPRR 
tracks.  

The locations of these construction items are depicted on the attached Sheet 2. 
Based on H&K’s discussion of the proposed improvements with Ponticello 
Enterprises and review of a road profile on Sheet 3 of the project plans, excavation 
is not expected to be deeper than 3.5 feet below the existing ground surface. 

We understand that surface soil will be exposed in five additional areas, as shown 
on the attached Sheets 5 and 6.

Rationale for Soil Sampling and Analysis 

Phase II sampling and analysis is typically appropriate based on location, historical 
land use, and the potential to contact hazardous waste/materials during 
construction. Therefore, H&K anticipates that soil sampling and analysis is 
appropriate at areas of soil disturbance near the current and existing rail 
alignments. Specifically, H&K proposes to obtain samples at the following 
locations: 

 At two locations on the shoulders of Grass Valley Street along the proposed 
storm drain alignment (samples GV-SS-1 and GV-SS-2; 

 At two locations along the abandoned tracks (GV-SS-3 and GV-SS-4); and 

 At five locations of flatwork replacement and/or pavement section repair 
(GV-SS-5 through GV-SS-9).  

Proposed sample locations and depths are depicted on the attached Sheets 2, 5 
and 6. Soil samples GV-SS-1 through GV-SS-4 will be analyzed for metals, 
polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons, petroleum hydrocarbons and asbestos. Soil 
samples GV-SS-5 through GV-SS-9 will be screened for volatile vapors in the field 
using a photoionization detector (PID) and will be transported to the laboratory and 
analyzed for total lead. If volatiles are detected by field screening, the samples will 
be analyzed for petroleum hydrocarbons and polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons.   

SCOPE OF PHASE II INVESTIGATION  

Task 1 – Soil Sampling 

Preparatory Activities 

A site safety plan and job safety analysis will be prepared prior to the sampling 
event, and will be discussed at a tailgate safety meeting before site work begins. 
We assume that UPRR will not have specific requirements for our site work.  

Chain of custody documentation and sample labels are to be completed to the 
extent feasible (such as date, sampler names, site identification and sample 
identification) prior to field activities, especially during wet conditions. 

H&K will notify Underground Service Alert (USA) prior to field activities so that 
known underground utilities can be identified by utility companies.

Soil Sampling 

H&K assumes that exploratory boring can be performed with a truck-mounted 
direct push rig. We will use a core machine to allow for access through existing 
sidewalk, and we will repair the sidewalk with grout after sampling.  

Borings will be up to 4 feet deep on the road shoulder at locations GV-SS-1 
through GV-SS-4: 

 GV-SS-1 : existing rail alignment, northern shoulder 

 GV-SS-2 : existing rail alignment, southern shoulder 

 GV-SS-3 : proposed storm drain alignment, northern shoulder 

 GV-SS-4 : proposed storm drain alignment, southern shoulder 

Samples will be obtained from mid-depth in each boring, unless visually stained 
soil, field screening or other evidence of soil impact is encountered. If ballast is 
encountered, at least one sample will be obtained from the base of the ballast 
layer. 

Borings at locations GV-SS-5 through GV-SS-9 may be less than four feet deep 
because only surface soil is to be exposed at these locations during construction. 
We will obtain samples from the upper foot of subgrade soil at these locations.

Exploratory locations are depicted on Sheets 2, 5 and 6. Samples will be obtained 
in acetate sleeves using a truck-mounted direct push rig, and will be sealed, 
capped, labeled and placed on ice for transport to the laboratory. 

Field Screening 

Samples will be screened with a PID in an attempt to detect volatile organic 
compounds (VOCs). Field screening will be performed by placing a portion of the 
sample in a new, single use, re-sealable plastic bag and then inserting the PID inlet 
within the bag. The PID will be calibrated prior to use per the manufacturer’s 
recommendations. Field screening results will be recorded in a field log. 

Photographs 

Photographs will be taken of the sample locations and general site conditions 
related to the existing and abandoned rails and ballast.  

Laboratory Analysis 

Discrete soil samples GV-SS-1 through GV-SS-4 will be analyzed by a state-
certified laboratory for:  

 Total concentrations of California Assessment Manual (CAM) 17 metals by 
EPA Methods 6010B/7471A; 

 Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons (TPH) in the gasoline, diesel and motor oil 
range by EPA Method 8015; 

 Polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) by EPA Method 8310/8270; and 

 Asbestos by CARB 435 Level A, polarized light microscopy (PLM) with a 
reporting limit of 0.25 percent. 

Soluble metals analysis will be performed for samples containing total metals 
concentrations that exceed ten times the corresponding Soluble Threshold Limit 
Concentration (STLC), with extraction by Title 22 Waste Extraction Test (WET) and 
analysis by EPA Methods 6010B/7471A.  

Discrete soil samples GV-SS-5 through GV-SS-9 will be analyzed for total lead. If 
significant VOCs are detected by field screening, discrete soil samples GV-SS-5 
through GV-SS-9 will also be analyzed for:  

 Total Petroleum Hydrocarbons (TPH) in the gasoline, diesel and motor oil 
range by EPA Method 8015; and 
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Holdrege & Kull 

 Polycyclic aromatic hydrocarbons (PAHs) by EPA Method 8310/8270. 

Record Keeping 

Sampling activities are to be documented in a data sheet or notebook using 
indelible ink.  If any changes are made to the record, the original notation will be 
crossed out with a single line and initialed.  The following observations are to be 
recorded: 

 Sample identification number and location;  
 Date and time of sampling;  
 Persons performing sampling; 
 Unusual sample conditions; and 
 Field or sample conditions that may affect the sample quality.  

Photographs are to be taken of each sample location, and the sample locations are 
to be recorded on a map, such as an aerial site photograph or other suitable map. 

Field QA/QC Procedures 

No equipment rinsate samples will be obtained, as single-use containers and 
equipment are to be used for sample collection.  No field duplicate samples are 
proposed. 

Data Validation 

Data validation is to include: 

 Verification that sample hold times are not exceeded; and 
 Review of laboratory quality control reports. 

Based on the results of the data validation procedures, the data are to be qualified 
or accepted without qualification.  

Data Evaluation 

Laboratory data will be evaluated by comparing the results to the following 
benchmark values: 

 Total metals and PAH concentrations will be compared to the applicable 
California Human Health Screening Levels (CHHSLs; January 2005) set forth 
by CalEPA. For constituents such as arsenic, for which ambient soil 
concentrations commonly exceed the CHHSL values, comparison to local 
background levels may also be performed.

 Petroleum hydrocarbon concentrations will be compared to Environmental 
Screening Levels (ESLs; December 2013) set forth by the California Water 
Boards. 

 Asbestos concentrations will be compared to the CARB 435 Level A reporting 
limit (0.25%), as set forth by the California Air Resources Board (CARB).  

Reporting 

H&K will prepare a letter that presents the following information: 

 Discussion and summary of the field sample collection activities; 

 Discussion and tabular summary of laboratory results;  

 Map of sample locations;  

 Comparison of laboratory results to benchmark values; and  

 Recommendations for mitigation, if deemed appropriate based on the 
laboratory results. 

Task 2 – Traffic Control 

H&K assumes that traffic control will be required for shoulder work pursuant to 
Section 6G.07 or 6G.08 of the California Manual on Uniform Traffic Control 
Devices (Caltrans Temporary Traffic Control, 2012 Edition). This is included as a 
separate task in case the City of Colfax prefers to perform the traffic control.  

ASSUMPTIONS 

The proposed scope of services and fees are based on the following assumptions 
and client responsibilities. 

 By authorizing H&K’s services, the client attests to the fact that the property 
owner is aware of H&K’s proposed investigation and that the owner authorizes 
H&K to access the site for investigation purposes.  

 We will mark the proposed exploratory boring locations in the field prior to the 
sampling event, so that utilities can be located by the City of Colfax, UPRR and 
local utility companies. Although we will use reasonable care in advancement of 
the exploratory borings, we cannot be responsible for inadvertent damage 
caused by the borings to utilities that were not marked or were improperly 
marked prior to our investigation. 

 The City of Colfax will obtain encroachment permits and other permitting 
necessary to facilitate H&K’s soil sampling efforts.

 We assume that UPRR has no specific requirements for our field work. If it is 
determined that UPRR has specific requirements for our field work, we may 
need to revise our scope and fee.  

FEES 

H&K’s fees are outlined below. Traffic control (Task 2) is presented as a separate 
task because we understand that the City may elect to perform traffic control.

SCHEDULE 

We anticipate that we will be able to perform the sampling within two weeks of 
receiving authorization to proceed, provided that permitting is coordinated by 
others. Laboratory testing typically requires two weeks, and we will be able to issue 
a report within three weeks of the sampling event.
